	Upload Assignment
	· This function takes a student to a list of assignments.  The student can see all assignments but can only select those that have not passed the deadline and are open for uploading.  They are only open if that assignment has been added as an assignment to the assignments table.

· If an assignment is NOT OPEN that means the student can see what he/she uploaded by clicking on the assignment file link.

· If an assignment is OPEN then a student can click a link to upload the assignment to the server.

	Email an Instructor
	· A student can go to a form that will display a list of current instructors in the TO: field.  That student then fills out the form and sends it.  The form is sent as an email TO the email address the instructor has added, the FROM field gets the student ID, name and section number.  The Replyto gets the student's registered email address as the student entered it in the email entry section of the panel.

· This function then displays all student grades in all fields 

· It also displays the average of all other students who have entries in the total_grades table in a row at the bottom of the table.
· It allows an instructor to modify only one field which is the letter grade field.  It also allows sorting according to the total grade, according to (section number and according to student number).
· It asks instructors if they wish to generate an excel spreadsheet with their grades and the current averages.

	Check Student Assignments
	· This function takes an instructor to the list of assignments submitted by students by allowing the instructor to select which section first and then the list of submitted assignments sorted according to student numbers.

· An instructor can click on any assignment to open it and save it on the client computer.

· An instructor can also type a grade for that assignment that will be added to the table submit assignment for that student.

· A superid instructor can see all sections while a non superid instructor can see only the sections taught by that instructor.
